ADM-Alexander says:

Capt-Royce says:

:: Smiles as she sees Adm Alexander...gets up and moves over to her. ::

Host Savar_Dickinson says:

::Enters into the room, glad that they were able to agree to co-host the seminar, instead of two seperate sessions:: CNS: Greetings, Counselor.

Capt-Royce says:

Adm Alex:  Thank you, ma'am.    :: Takes the seat next to the Adm. ::

ADM-Alexander says:

what is your position Savar?

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Savar: Of Course.  ::Smiles::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Sees Serena and waves at her. ::

ADM-Alexander says:

Hi Pam, take a seat with us :)

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::waves and takes a seat::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

Sheridan: Captain.  It is agreeable to see you.

Capt-Royce says:

:: Whispers... ::  Adm Alex:  I understand there was a short mission early today...did you hear anything about that?

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

Savar: Greeting Commander

Capt-Royce says:

Adm Alex:  A rather covert operation?

ADM-Alexander says:

Capt Royce: Yes, so I understand... some folks thought it was quite good!

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Hello Captain Sheridan, Tach Siatty, First Officer, USS Cherokee.

Capt-Royce says:

:: Nods. ::  Adm Alex:  That's wonderful!

Adm_Xavier says:

Cmdr_Siatty:  I haven't had a chance to congratulate you Lover.  You are now no 2 in command ?

Capt-Royce says:

Adm Alex:  Too bad I missed the fun...    :: Grins. ::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Evening All I am Doctor Hollywood, from the USS Pendragon, and my Co-Host Doctor...

Capt-Royce says:

:: Turns her attention to the speakers. ::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

I am Commander Savar, formerly Counselor of Arcadia Station.

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Xavier: Yes, app... ::Shuts up as the seminar begins.::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

::Smiles:: So where shall we start?

ADM-Alexander says:

the beginning is always a good place

Adm_Xavier says:

::Settles down and gets comfortable.::

ADM-Alexander says:

::passes out the popcorn::

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::giggles at Admiral Alexander's comment::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

In the Beginning was a seed.... ::Smiles::

Adm_Xavier says:

::Thinks, I like this guy.::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Takes a handful and whispers... ::  Adm Alex:  Thanks

ADM-Alexander says:

::grins and nods at Royce::

Adm_Xavier says:

::Hopes the popcorn gets passed to her::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

You have any topics you would like to cover?

Adm_Xavier says:

::Raises Hand::

Cmdr_Siatty says:

::Raises hand.::

ADM-Alexander says:

::raises hand as well::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

::Points to Xavier:: Adm: Admiral?

Adm_Xavier says:

Cmdr:  The Medication of Prisoners.  ::Turns and Winks at Siatty.::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

::Grabs his stool and sits::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

::Looks at his co-host:: CNS: I'm afraid I have no experience in that matter.  Do you?

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Admiral: Good topic, especially in hostile situations.

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::raises an eyebrow at Xavier::

Adm_Xavier says:

Siatty:  I thought you might like that.  ::Grins::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Passes the popcorn along the line. ::

CMO_Cmdr_Kriss says:

::Grabs a handful::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Remembers suddenly and takes her recorder from her bag and activates it. ::

ADM-Alexander says:

::wonders if the CNS has fled from the room::

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::reaches for a handful of popcorn and drops some on her uniform, leaving a large butter stain::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

::Lets out a little laugh:: Savar: Let's see, Medication?  ::Looks at the audience::  Zolpidem Tartrate, that is a sedative.

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

::Turns back to Xavier:: Adm: Do you mean the ethical nature of sedating prisoners, or the nature of the drugs themselves?

Adm_Xavier says:

Savar:  The Ethical Nature.  ::Smiles::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

Xavier: Ah, ethics are more my expertise.

Cmdr_Siatty says:

If I may, she means use of truth serum.  More specifically, the use of them in a life or death situation.

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

Cmdr/Adm: This sounds like it might be a past experience.  Well, what is your position?  What did you do and what was the outcome?

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Siatty: ah...

Adm_Xavier says:

Siatty:  Life and death ?  Hmmmm Maybe I'm not remembering the situation the same way you are.

ADM-Alexander says:

Cmdr, she only stole a SF ship and stranded the crew... minor details like that.

Adm_Xavier says:

Savar:  Yes it was a past experience involving Mr Siatty and myself.  Needless to say we are on opposite sides of the coin on this one. ::Gives off a little laugh::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Munches happily on her popcorn. ::

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::never remembers using that on prisoners::

Adm_Xavier says:

::coughs:: Siatty:  Borrowed.

Cmdr_Siatty says:

We were in orbit around a hostile base, and those on the base thought we were a ship in possession of their people.  We needed a password, and were forced to use alternate means to acquire it.

Cmdr_Siatty says:

It wasn't my choice, but at the time we didn't have much to work with.

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

All: I, myself, would not be able to forcefully enter a mind via a mind-meld.  I can see how a truth serum might be along the same lines.

ADM-Alexander says:

And if the lives of your crew depended on that information?

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Well on the Drug bases we would use Soduim Pentathol

Adm_Xavier says:

Adm:  As if your crew was in danger Trish.

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

::Turns to Alexander:: That is a moral quandary, indeed.  The needs of the many _do_ outweight the needs of the few, or the one.

ADM-Alexander says:

Adm:  At the time, we believed that to be true... we had no idea you were undercover if you remember correctly ::smiling sweetly::

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Xavier: As far as we knew we were.  No one told us you were a mole until months after.  Honestly, it isn't something I'm proud of, but I still can't think of another way around it.

Adm_Xavier says:

Savar/Hollywood:  Outside our personal experience with the drug.  I'll admit and I'll cover Mr Siatty's ears when I say this.  They were in the right.

CNS_Alana says:

::Rushes in and takes a seat , Hates being late, but she had a dilliy of a time finding a parking space.  LOL::

Adm_Xavier says:

Savar/Hollywood:  I guess my question is, under what circumstances would this be right ?

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

A drug is dissimilar from a mind-meld.  In the protection of the greater good, perhaps all of the tools available would have to be used.

ADM-Alexander says:

::nods in agreement with Savar::

Adm_Xavier says:

::Nods because she also agrees::

ADM-Alexander says:

::raises hand for question::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

Yes, Admiral Alexander?

ADM-Alexander says:

What is you have a Captain that will not agree to counseling and you know that there is a problem?  What steps would you take?

Ltjg_Lane says:

::enters the room, late as usual and takes a seat near the door::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

The answer to that is easy.  Given a probable cause, there is the right to declare him unfit for duty and make him submit to a session.

ADM-Alexander says:

but you are in space, and the CMO does not agree, then what?

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

::Nods:: Same here

ADM-Alexander says:

so you are saying the CNS can overide the CMO in that situation?

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::nods::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Notices Ltjg Lane enter and nods at her. ::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

If the "problem" falls under the jurisdiction of the Counseling Department, yes.

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Easy, Commander?  What if the Captain isn't able to disclose information on the subject involved.

Ltjg_Lane says:

::sees her Captain "again" and shrinks down in her seat::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

Cmdr: I do not think that is the topic being dicussed here.

Cmdr_Siatty says:

But it could be the reason.

Capt-Royce says:

:: Makes a mental note of Lane's apparent 'lateness' to several seminars... ::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Siatty: Give me an example.

ADM-Alexander says:

In this particular instance it is Savar... the last resort was a mind probe by the CNS, who is Betazoid.

Captain_Turner says:

::Sits quietly in the back::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

Perhaps, then, I misunderstood the term "problem."

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Well, I don't have a specific one, but what if the Captain was acting strange because he or she was following orders, orders which could not be revealed.

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

::Waits to hear the example::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

::Wonders how "strange" one would be forced to act under orders::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

Siatty: Could you define "strange"?

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::thinks, this Admiral acts a lot like her counselor Randi::

ADM-Alexander says:

:: snickers:: who me?  Now would I do that Captain?

Adm_Xavier says:

All: How about, the Capt starts doing things out of the norm.  Like orders for example and order that is out of character but is following orders but you don't know it.

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::gulps as she sees her counselor enter the room::

CNS-McIntyre says:

::waves to her CO::

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::thinks:: I swear that woman has radar. ::waves to Randi::

CNS_Alana says:

::Raises Hand::

CNS-McIntyre says:

CO:  May Maam? ::pointing to the vacant chair::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Siatty:  Hm... let's say the patient/doctor confidentiality would be enforced::

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

:;motions to the chair:: CNS: Of course Randi, please do.

CNS-McIntyre says:

::takes her seat and turns her attention to the speakers::

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Right, and the Captain usually would just say "I'm under orders.".  Perhaps I'm thinking too deep.

Ltjg_Lane says:

:;wonders who the young girl is that just came in::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

CNS: Alana, you had a question?

CNS-McIntyre says:

::whispers to her CO:  What did I miss?

CNS_Alana says:

Sir, am I to understand that the counselor in this situation is Betazoid?

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

Randi: Not too much, just the pros and cons of drugs on prisoners so far.

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

::Looks at Admiral Alexander::

CNS-McIntyre says:

<ADM-Alexander>  Yes, she is.

CNS-McIntyre says:

::Randi's ears perk at the mention of Betazoids::

CNS_Alana says:

Then, she would be able to sense if the captain is uneasy about what he/she is doing right?

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::raises her hand::

CNS-McIntyre says:

<Adm-Alexander>  Yes she was, but due to her youth, no one wanted to believe her

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

Sheridan: Captain, something to add?

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

All: The Captain may be a Betazoid herself and could easily hide her true feelings if desired.

CNS_Alana says:

I think a couple of things could be done.  One, she could further observe her captain, siting any thing out of the norm and inform the CMO and the CMO should know of her abilities as such and be a bit concerned of the facts, then...

CNS_Alana says:

The CNS could consult with the XO descreetly of course and all could be in observence of what is going on and if it gets too out of hand the XO could call the shot of removal of the CO from duty.

CNS-McIntyre says:

CNS Alana, but the XO was under the same control and the CO.

CNS-McIntyre says:

as the CO

CNS_Alana says:

control? are they now robots?

CNS-McIntyre says:

::stops and looks at her CO and blushes for speaking out::

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

Randi: Counselor, what are you talking about?

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

All: I must admit to being somewhat.. uniformed about this situation.  I'm not certain how "strange" someone would have to act to alert the Counselor.

Cmdr_Siatty says:

I don't understand one part, here.  If the Counselor is assigned to the vessel, age shouldn't be a factor.  Now time out of an illegal operation could be a factor, but age shouldn't be.

Ltjg_Lane says:

::smiles at the teenager and wonders how she got to be a counselor at so young an age::

CNS_Alana says:

Sir, Betazeds are emotional readers...

CNS-McIntyre says:

::feels the hairs rise on the back of her neck and looks at her CO::

CNS_Alana says:

As part of their skill they are supposed to be very "close "to their CO.

Capt-Royce says:

:: Intrigued by the conversation and listens intently. ::

CNS-McIntyre says:

;:nods her agreement with the other CNS::

Host Cmdr_Savar says:

Alana: True.

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Alana: I am Human, but I can tell peoples emotions. Because I have practised Psyche for many years before this assignment.

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Alana: While being Betazoid would help, non empathic's, or those who don't rely on those abilities, can notice problems just as well.

CNS_Alana says:

The CMO, should ha ve the trust in the CNS of that skill to realize that she is right about what she senses and act accordingly in agreement that there would at least be a problem to be addressed.

CNS_Alana says:

Sir, and even if the CNS is not empathic, the CMO should recognize her skills.

CNS_Alana says:

CMO & CNS need to work together.

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

:;knows her CMO recognizes Randi's skills very well::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Alana: Not in some cases.

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Or even her position.  It's the Counselor's job to judge the emotional strenght of the crew.  Not trusting that is like a Captain pushing a pilot out of the way to fly him or her self.

CNS_Alana says:

CNS Holly wood: explain please?

CNS_Alana says:

::Punches notes in on her PADD and listens for answer::

Ltjg_Lane says:

:;starts to fidget in her seat a little as the smell of popcorn penetrates her nostrils::

CNS-McIntyre says:

::senses Lane and passes her the popcorn::

Ltjg_Lane says:

McIntyre:: Oh thank you. ::takes a few pieces::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Alana: Counselors are specialized in the psyche, CMO's are versed in it but are not fully aware of the full varities of mental treatments

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

They can administer to patient.

CNS_Alana says:

Hollywood: True.

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Also the seriousness of how one treatment can lead to another break down or a good thing

Ltjg_Lane says:

::munches happily away::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

::Smiles::

CNS-McIntyre says:

I have found it to be true that the CNS has the medical (physical background) where the CMO is limited as you stated...

Capt-Royce says:

:: Looks around for the popcorn... ::

Capt_K`Beth says:

::walks in quietly and takes a seat in the back::

CNS-McIntyre says:

But in defense of CMO's, they must use their intuition as well as a CNS does

CNS-McIntyre says:

no matter the race

CNS_Alana says:

Counselor H: A CMO Is as limited as they want to be, they can get the necessary counseling skills if they want, some ships only have CMO's who have to do double duty.

CNS_Alana says:

There is an amount of hand holding in the medical field also.

CNS_Alana says:

And captains' cry in private, you know!

CNS-McIntyre says:

::looks at her CO and cannot imagine that::

CNS_Alana says:

::Thinking that should get a raise out of everyone in the room::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Smiles at the CNSs comment...remembering all the times she has cried in her quarters. ::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Alana: True that is true, I know a Captain that

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

frowns alot.

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Alana: That brings up another point, how much should a Captain, or anyone's, private life be seperated from their public life?

CNS_Alana says:

Hollywood: Then perhaps a private session that allowed them to express what that is all about would clear up their head and result in their better performance as a Captain...

CNS-McIntyre says:

::claps for Alana, then blushes::

CNS_Alana says:

Cmdr: unfortunately Captains have very little private life...

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Alana: Right, Of course but the Captain is always under a microscope.

CNS_Alana says:

and it tends to present a lot of strain after months and months of strenious missions.

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Alana: But it's an idea I've heard discussed several times.  Captain's who really aren't known by their crews.

Capt-Royce says:

:: Smiles at the CNSs comment and thinks to self... ::   Self:  If she only knew about how private I am...

Capt_K`Beth says:

::chuckles to herself as she listens::

CNS_Alana says:

The counseling couch  can be a place of refuge if they have developed that kind of working relationship

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Alana: Can you trust someone without really knowing them?  At least somewhat?

CNS-McIntyre says:

::good point Siatty::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Raises her hand. ::

CNS_Alana says:

Cmdr: A relationship has to be developed.  Observence or personal which ever one it takes.

Adm_Xavier says:

Siatty:  But you don't reach the rank of Capt without proving yourself.  The Capt's record should speak for itself.

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Captain Royce

Capt-Royce says:

On the topic of how can someone trust someone they don't know...

CNS_Alana says:

You see the way a fellow crew member works will with others, following orders, doing regular duties and make a decision of you own.

Capt-Royce says:

I am very professional with my crew.  They know what I expect...

Cmdr_Siatty says:

::Raises eyebrows.::  Xavier: That's not a comment I'd expect from you.  That could be interpreted as a Captain should rest on their laurels.

Capt-Royce says:

They have followed my orders even though they have had questions.  And...

Adm_Xavier says:

Siatty:  You know me better then that.   The record should be the beginnings of trust.  The rest has to be earned.

Capt-Royce says:

I am still able to keep my privacy.

Ltjg_Lane says:

:;thinks and her secrets too::

CNS_Alana says:

Royce: and well you should...

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::smiles at Xen:: Xen: Not always an easy task.

CNS_Alana says:

Everyone has the right to have their own private moments, thoughts.

CNS_Alana says:

and that space should not be invaded, it is what helps us all keep our sanity.

Capt_K`Beth says:

::raises her hand::

CNS-McIntyre says:

But shouldn't a Captain's actions inspire trust and not the opposite?

Capt-Royce says:

:: Smiles back and whispers... ::   Serena:  No...but not really as difficult as it seems either.

Capt-Royce says:

:: Nods at the CNSs comment. ::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Raises her hand. ::

CNS_Alana says:

McIntyre: yes. but the crew should be aable to follow orders of the CO whether or not they trust him/her or not, they are under her command and that is  what counts.

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

::Grabs a bag of Popcorn and munches on it::

CNS_Alana says:

Each movement of the CO should not be put under a microscope by the crew before they follow orders in starfleet.

CNS-McIntyre says:

Amen Alana...

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

:;nods in agreement with Alana::

CNS_Alana says:

When you sign up you realize you are under authority and you accept that or don"t sign up in the first place.

Capt_K`Beth says:

::raises her hand a bit higher along with an eyebrow::

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Alana: Blind faith is dangerous for an officer, though.  How far does trust by assignment take you?

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::remembers Randi never did "sign up" and hopes she doesn't bring that up::

CNS-McIntyre says:

~~~CO: Now would I do that in front of all these people Captain?~~~

Capt-Royce says:

::  Patiently waits to be called upon, and sees a few other hands in the air around the room. ::

CNS_Alana says:

Cmdr. All oficers should have knowledge of what is and is not acceptable by an officer but to blatent;y question your superior is a direct challenge to their authority and I think that if you have that much doubt in the first place, you need to change your place of duty.

CNS-McIntyre says:

::sees Captain Beth with her hand raised for over 15 minutes now::

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

~~~CNS: I know you wouldn't do it intentionally Randi, but you do get up a full head of steam once in a while.~~~

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Captain K'Beth

CNS_Alana says:

::Decides to sit down and let someone else have the floor::

CNS-McIntyre says:

~~~CO:  I would never embarrass you that way Maam!~~~

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::smiles:: ~~~CNS: Easy Randi, I know.~~~

Capt_K`Beth says:

::stands and shakes her arm to get the circulation back into it:: The one thing that I don't remember hearing anyone say is that a captain is a captain 24/7.  Even in our quarters and our ready rooms.

CNS-McIntyre says:

::giggles at K`Beth::

CNS_Alana says:

::Smiles, nodding::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Nods at CO K'Beths statement. ::

Capt_K`Beth says:

We can't take off our pips and forget our duties for a few hours at the end of the day.  After keeping your guard up for so long...it is extremely hard to let it down and 'open' up as most counsellors expect us to do on a regular basis.

CNS-McIntyre says:

Captain K`Beth, there is a thing as a regular basis with a Captain?  ::grinning::

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::nudges Randi::

CNS-McIntyre says:

::oops::

Capt_K`Beth says:

::looks at her chronometer and grins:: You should talk to my CNS.  Well I must be off...a very good seminar thankyou.

CNS-McIntyre says:

:: in the soup again::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Realizes her arm is getting tired...and decides to lower it. ::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Captain Royce please

Capt-Royce says:

:: Smiles ::   All:  And back to the trust issue...A Captain's competency, track record, and how they treat their crew should be enough to inspire trust.

Ltjg_Lane says:

::whispers to her Captain:: Royce:Sorry Captain, I must leave and look for Commander Kelson. ::gets up slowly and heads out::

CNS_Alana says:

::Looks at her watch and realizes she has a patient  waiting a late counseling session::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Nods at Lane and watches her SO leave the room. ::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Trust...  So How do you trust your CNS?

CNS_Alana says:

::placing her PADD in her pocket she ccrouches low and quietly peels out of the seminar  room, hoping she did not cause too much damage to their thinking about Betazed counselors::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Smiles and thinks about having no problems with her CNS. ::

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Royce: True, but how they treat the crew is the issue.  If the Captain appears so aloof as to make the crew think they don't care, that's as big as a problem as being so friendly that they can't interact with others.  I'm just saying a balance is needed, and that's one of the tricks of a good Captain.

Adm_Xavier says:

::Her padd blinks as a message scrolls across it.  She winces as the message is urgent. Leans over and speaks to Siatty::  Siatty:  Listen I have to... please exend my congrualations to a job well done to Doctors Savar and Hollywood.  ::gets up quietly and sneaks out of the room.::

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

:;whispers to Xen:: Royce: Well this has been most interesting, but I have another engagement. If you will excuse me.

Capt-Royce says:

:: Nods to Serena. ::

Capt_S_Sheridan says:

::nods to the speakers and sneaks out::

Cmdr_Siatty says:

Or a good officer in general, really.  Sorry, I'm sounding like I'm arguing each point, but the debate is really entertaining to me.

Capt-Royce says:

I think professionalism is the key...

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Royce: Yes Professionalism and Practice.

Capt-Royce says:

If one imploys the tools long enough, it should be second nature...   :: Smiles ::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

Yes Captain.  Always.

Host CNS_Hollywood says:

If you have anymore question?

Capt-Royce says:

:: Shakes her head in the negative as she hears her combadge beep. ::

Cmdr_Siatty says:

No, but it was a wonderful seminar.  It's been too long since I've been involved in a good debate without the stress of impending disaster.  Thank you for a wonderful conference.  ::Rises and extends hand.::

Capt-Royce says:

:: Turns off her recorder, and rises. ::   Savar/Hollywood:  Wonderful seminar.  I must leave to recieve a message.   :: Leaves quickly. ::

Host CNS_Hollywood says:
